
Moisture builds up

Technician, Lawrence Wang of Duraled Lighting Technologies, 1-866-387-2533, tells me that even though the border tubes can be placed underwater and hold out water,  condensation is a strange and different story. 
 
UL won't let the tubes be sent out with a small drain hole but it is the best solution when something like moisture build up is a problem and of course a tube filling up with water is a problem. 
The tubes have been used in car wash environments without incident but condensation and intake of moisture may cause a different environment and hence a different problem.

 What Lawrence Wang suggests is to put a small hole on the bottom "downside" of each tube to allow moisture to escape before excess can build up. The PC boards are coated against moisture but can be drowned if tube fills and moisture isn’t allowed to escape. Be careful when drilling not to go into the pc board and led's.

 When we sale the same type led 's for use in channel letters, the letter boxes all have a  "drain" hole in the bottom to prevent moisture build up.

This is an oddity and I trust the manufactures technician on the solution.
