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Neo Light/BORDERBRITE 

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTION

1. Drop a chalk line where the BorderBrite is to be installed.(Determined by customer)
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2. Install mounting buttons based on the length of each BorderBrite section.

See spacing pattern chart for button spacing.

Overlap BorderBrite on outer edge corner leaving ¼” space at the corner if not using factory made

corners.
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3. Place button at minimum of 3” from ends of each section.
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4. Drill holes for power input wires as required depending on the layout of the building.

Install the transformer in the middle of supported footage wherever possible.

Length of wire from the transformer to the BorderBrite must be kept at minimum of 8 feet.

(see attached wire chart for wire gauge)
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5. Install BorderBrite on the buttons.  Sections may be snapped onto buttons or slid in place. NOTE: don’t snap into place during cold weather, they will be brittle and break. IMPORTANT: Leave gap, ¼ inch to ½ inch between tubes for expansion, especially in the heat, outdoors

6. Insert transformer output wires through the previously drilled holes.  Minimum 18 AWG is required.

See wiring diagram for proper wire gauge. 

7. T-splice the input wire to the BorderBrite with supplied UAL connectors.

Straight splice all other wires (see attached wiring diagram).
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8. Each of 4 blocks in the 12V transformer will support up to 32 feet (25 feet preferred) of Red, Yellow or Orange BorderBrite.

Each 32 feet must have a T-Splice at a max. of 16 feet which then goes to transformer.

Each of 3 blocks in the 24V transformer will support 20 feet of White, Blue or Green BorderBrite. 
9. Screw the LED power wires into transformer’s secondary terminal, which is marked as 12V (or 24V) & 

GND.

10.  NOTE: 4 terminal blocks for 12V transformer. 3 terminal blocks for 24V Transformer.

No polarity matching is required.
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11. Install an ON/OFF switch next to each transformer.

Turn on one transformer at a time and check for BorderBrite to be fully illuminated then the whole system for uniformity.
