The border tubes are 1-½ inches tall and 1 inch wide. There is an attachment button that affixes to the surface of the structure to be lit with a screw and, or industrial glue. Dryvit surfaces must be penetrated to a wood backing, additionally; you should use compatible industrial glue, to more securely attach the buttons. Place the glue inside the hole to lend more support the screw. Wind and weather can loosen a screw from the Dryvit. Place the attachment button 3 inches in from the end of the tubes, this will allow you an opportunity to hide the connector wires under the tube in the channel.
